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Kindergarten for every Queensland child
The Queensland Government announced on
Monday 19 October its plan to ensure all
Queensland children have access to a
kindergarten program by 2014. With the State
and Commonwealth Governments investing up to

$889 mill i on to deliver
Queensland.
Replacing the Department of Education

Community Kindergarten Assistance Scheme
(DECKAS), the new funding scheme will support
new and existing kindergarten services and
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ensure more funds are directed to childre n and
families in areas of greatest need. And for the
first time, the Queensland Government will
provide funding to long day care services to
deliver kindergarten programs to kindy -age
children (pilot in 2010).

The key feature of the new scheme is that
approved kindergarten program providers (like
Kenmore District) will receive a standard
subsidy per eligible child enrolled. Further
subsidies will be available for services in
remote and lower socioeconomic areas, as a
percentage of the standard subsidy, t o help
attract and retain teachers and to ensure that
cost is not a barrier to families accessing the
program.

Under the new scheme each child participating
in a kindergarten program is entitled to
participate in one government -funded 15-hour
program of k indergarten each week 40 weeks
of the year.

For a service to be eligible to receive funding
for kindergarten, children must be 4 years of
age by 30 June in the year they participate in a
kindergarten program.
